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PHILOSOPHY

Children are given by God to parents.  Parents are authorized by God to train children and are accountable for this responsibility.  Our ministry is an aid to and an extension of this parental responsibility.  One of the most important aspects of NCS is our consistent and regular communication with parents regarding student progress.  This is accomplished via regular progress reports and distribution of graded student tests for parent signature as well as other written communication facilitated through our individual student communication envelope.

 

 

PURPOSE

Without apology, our vision is the development of a well-rounded student with Christian character formed from values found in the Scriptures.  The education of each student is designed to give the student the versatility required in our changing world.

 

 

PROGRAM

 Accreditation – Our school (in operation for 35 years)  is currently working on accreditation.

 Curriculum - “A Beka Book” curriculum is a name that Christian educators and parents have learned to trust for high quality and performance.  The curriculum is thoroughly integrated with Christian thought in  every  discipline.  Students using this curriculum for several years typically will score one year and eight months ahead of their public school counterpart when given standardized achievement tests.

 Elementary/Junior High/Senior High - Using the traditional approach, Bible, phonetic reading, spelling, penmanship, sentence structure, diagramming, traditional math concepts, patriotism, free enterprise, lab science, and classic literature are emphasized. keyboarding,  home economics, foreign language, introduction to fine arts, maintenance, and computer introductory courses are available high school electives.

  Chapel   Weekly chapel attendance is required for all students.    Newnan Christian School is a ministry of Bible Baptist Church which is an independent Baptist Church.  The approach used in our school for teaching the Bible and preaching the Bible in chapel definitely conforms to the doctrinal statement of Bible Baptist Church (available upon request).    Our students are required to use the authorized King James Version of the Bible which we use in our church.  

 Fine Arts includes:  voice, public speaking, and art.  

 Hot Lunch and Breakfast  Served daily at a reasonable cost.

 Early Stay  Supervised care before school from 6:45am-7:30am for $2.50 per day.  After 7:30am there is no charge.

 Extended Care  Supervised care after school till 5:45pm at a reasonable cost.  Only students enrolled in Newnan Christian School may participate in this program.    Parents planning to regularly use this program must pay a twenty-five dollar ($25.00) non-refundable registration fee for each child.

 

ATMOSPHERE
 The basic atmosphere of our school is positive.  Children experience Christian love.  Of course, discipline is maintained and every attempt is made to instill in children the Christian values of hard work, honesty, reverence, patriotism, respect, generosity, and kindness.  We do maintain a dress code for our staff and students (and parents when participating in school functions).   In regard to dress, we have a firm commitment to Christian principles and we want our girls to become young ladies, looking and acting feminine (wearing dresses or skirts) and our boys to become gentlemen, looking and acting masculine (neat  slacks).  Students are required to “dress up” on chapel days.  The objectives of our dress code are all accomplished in the school uniform we require for our students.   

 

ADMISSION
Students are admitted without regard to race, color, and national and/or ethnic origin and may participate in school-administered programs without discrimination in this regard.  Students must be accepted  for matriculation after an interview with the administration. Generally students are accepted when, in the view of NCS administration, the parents and Newnan Christian School can be on “the same team.”  Admission requirements include: completed application form, interview with the administrator, payment of $25 application fee, completed Parent/Guardian Financial Agreement, evaluation testing ($35.00 fee) for grades 1-8 (this is not a determining factor in acceptance of the student into school), signed consent-to-release records form, copy of birth certificate, current immunization certificate (Form 3231), ear, eye, and dental examination certificate.

 

 TRANSPORTATION

We encourage and help coordinate the rideshare approach.  This usually is the least expensive and most convenient approach. However, if enough parents in any particular area or neighborhood express interest in transportation, NCS will consider furnishing transportation at reasonable cost.

We depend entirely on tuition, gifts, and fundraising projects for our financial needs. Admittance also depends on the approval of the administrator after an interview.
